C. Austin Miles, the author and composer of this
hymn, was an editor and manager of Hall-Mack
Music Publishers in Philadelphia in 1898. He also
served as music director for Rodeheaver Co.,
Winona Lake, IN - providing music for churches,
camp meetings and conventions.

One day, while Miles was reading John 20 he
relived the Resurrection morning, he seemed to be
taken back in time.

As he read the verses it seemed he was
transported to the actual garden and became a
silent witness to that dramatic moment. He saw
the very movements; heard the very words of Mary
as she thought she was talking to the gardener.
The experience lead him to believe that it is the
daily companionship with the Savior that makes
up our daily walk. It was under the inspiration of
the moment when Miles wrote the poem and music
as it appears today.

The Lost Commandment:
Have We Missed What Jesus Really Wants?

Last December I went to a
book signing of Christian
authors and met Dave Greber,
who was promoting this book.
The commandment referred to
is the last one Jesus gives to
the apostles in John 13:34. The
book is part personal reflection,
part well-researched Biblical
interpretation, but mostly on
how to put to use the gift of
Christ’s love through what the
author refers to as seven major
elements that yield practical principles for our lives
with God and others: joy, relationship, mission,
humility, obedience, forgiveness, and service.

Mr. Greber hopes that whether you don’t know
Jesus, you’ve just met him, or you’ve known him for
years that his book will help you experience the
complete joy that comes from loving others as Jesus
has loved us.

I was impressed by his writing ability, organization,
and research. I really enjoyed the chapter RSVP when
he talks about responding to the invitation of Christ’s
love and how the cure for sin is God’s G.R.A.C.E:
God’s Riches at Christ’s Expense, which seemed
appropriate during this Lenten season.
